Introduction

We appreciate your purchase of the Fostex Model 8345,
This is an optional TC/SYNC card developed exclusively for
the Model D-160/D-108 Digital Multitrack Recorder.

By instailing this TC/SYNC card in the D-160 or D-108, it can
he controlled as a slave by external LTC and also phase
operated by VIDEO sipnals/WORD clocks. In addition, it can
also output WORD clock to external digital equipment.
These functions wiil enable phasing with video which must
be synchronized during MA post productien werk or when
digital sound recording in sync with a D-160 or D-108 in a
system connection with a digitai mixer.

This manual refers only to the functions of the Model §345.
For details on the D-160 or D-108, please read its owner's
manual together with this manual.

<Installing the TC/SYNC card in the D-160 or D-108>

An authorized Fostex technical service representative
will install the TC/SYNC card in your D-160 or D-108.
Please do not try to install the card yourself. Contact
the nearest Fostex service station after you purchase
the card.

<Notes on requesting instailation>
Please remove the hard disk from the D-160 or D-108
before taking it to the service station. Be extremely
careful when transporting the equiment as the hard disk
can be damaged.

externally.

When the LTC is correctly input, the controller "TC IN LED" will
light.

The "MTC IN" will light in the display and the current MTC
time will be shown,

Connection with the Digital mixer

As an example here, a D-160 (or D-108) instalied with an 8345 is
connected to a digital mixer and an "adat” digital signal from the
digital mixer is recorded,

In this application example, the external LTC is input to D-160 +
8345 (or D-108+8345) and locked to its time code, and then its
clock information is returned (o the digital mixer from 8345,
The digital mixer then owputs e D-160 (or D-108) the "adat”
digital signal matched in timing with the incoming WORD clock.
