SECTION 1
INTRODUCTION

The X-15 is like a computer in that you can use it for
business or pleasure. But like all recording equipment, the
X-15 is simply a tool. So what it will do depends to a great
extent on how it's used and by whom.

If you're familiar with recording practices in general, and
multitrack techniques in particular, pages 12 through 33
and the block diagram on page 37 should tell you most
of what you'll need to know about the X-15.

If you're just getting started, you couldn't have picked a
better way than with the X-15. You won't have to become a
recording engineer to use it, but you will have to learn which
knobs and switches to use and in what sequence to use
them. Otherwise, You might accidentally erase something
you've worked very hard on. and get mad at us.

So, we recommend you read through this manual once, and
familiarize yourself with the feel of the controls by actually
using them as you read each section. Tactile memory will
help. Finally, you should know that the X-15 will perform all
the normal functions of a standard Hi-Fi cassete deck, in
addition to multitrack techniques, so not everytt ing will be
new or unfamiliar.
